· Describing your day and past events using the perfectum (past tense).
· Using adjectives and possessive pronouns (mijn, jouw, zijn).
Month 3: Civic Integration & Labour Market Focus
Week 9-11: Review & Exam Preparation
· Extra practice topics of month 1 & 2
· Writing, reading, listening and speaking exercises focused on integration exam. 
· KNM (Knowledge of Dutch society)
· Optional: ONA (Orientation on the Dutch Labour Market)
Week 12: Review & Exam Preparation
· Comprehensive review of A2 grammar and key vocabulary.
· More practicing with sample exam questions for reading, listening, writing, and speaking.
· Final simulation and test-taking strategies.
